Principal Update: Big Accomplishment students with disabilities improved by 10%

Focus on pushing the kids into normal grade level focus. 
50% proficient and want to move it to 60%
Lowest 25% when compared to peers – Learning gain for 4TH AND 5TH Grade looking for growth. 
A lot are ESE looking for growth and proficiency. Looking for growth in level 1 and level 2 students on the fast. 
Greatest decline 3rd grade declined with ELA 1% and Math 5% 
3rd Grade Teachers working on fast and phonics. 
Hispanic Students – ELA declined by 14%, and 7% in science 

Surprise: 
Areas for concern attendance- 11% missed 18 days or more. Does not include (Lates, Tarde’s and early outs on Fridays) 
Focus on students with disabilities, especially for attendance. 
Continuing with Professional Learning Communities – teachers meeting together to look at data. Making sure you are working together as a team. 
Reading is our focus- Lowers quartile and seeing how we can improve this.
