Whole School Rewards: 
Every 100 is as the students get a day for fun. 

100 surveys completed- Pajama Day
200 surveys completed- Popsicles for everyone
300 surveys completed- Disney Day
400 surveys completed- Dress like a Staff Member Day

Grade Level Rewards: 
At the end of the survey window, grade levels will receive $1 for every completed survey. This will eliminate teachers having to keep track of survey screenshots, as Ms. Ferro and Mrs, Eads, can see the numbers, and it creates fairness since some classes have more involvement than others. One survey per household: however, if a parent has children in multiple grade levels, every child is counted in the $1 for their grade level. 

For example, if a parent has a 1st and 4th grader… their one survey counts for both kids. First grade would get $1 for their child, and 4th grade would get $1 for their other child.
